COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students begin the sequential development of all communicative skills. They use the language for
oral and written communication, interpretation of spoken and written information, and
presentations to audiences of listeners and readers. In addition, culture is an integral part of
meaningful language use.

French 11

Students who study one language for an extended period of time will have the opportunity to achieve
the highest levels of performance in the five goal areas: Communication, Cultures, Connections,
Comparisons, and Communities.

Students pursuing an advanced diploma must successfully complete three years of one
language or two years of two languages.

Students may begin the study of a new language, i.e., Latin | or Spanish | (Grades 6-12), German |
or Japanese | (Grades 7-12) or Russian | (Grades 9-12).
