Students who study one language for an extended period of time will have the opportunity to achieve the
highest levels of performance in the five goal areas: Communication, Cultures, Connections, Comparisons,
and Communities.

Students pursuing an advanced diploma must successfully complete three years of one language or
two years of two languages.

Students may begin the study of a new language, i.e., Latin | or Spanish | (Grades 6-12), German |
or Japanese | (Grades 7-12) or Russian | (Grades 9-12).
