We are proud
that 95 percent of our schools made AYP for the 2005-2006 school year based on
2004-2005 data.

However, our ability to remain “ahead of the curve” and show
continuous improvement depends on our students, teachers, staff, community,
and family members like you. We hope that you will continue to help us succeed
through your commitment to your child’s education and by taking an active role
at your child’s school.
